Membership in the ASR&PA is not required to compete in this event, but a
$5.00 discount is available to ASR&PA members.

Current silhouette rules will apply either IHMSA or NRA as applicable. These
championships will utilize auto-reset targets. These events will not be squadded,
you will find an opening & start shooting after you have picked up the proper
score card from statistician.

One 60 shot match for each gun all fired concurrently.

Matches start at 0900 Fri., Sat., Sun.. Practice will be from 0700 to 0830 & as
time allows after conclusion of days matches. No shooting after SPM. Range
open for practice on Thursday.

Advanced entry is preferred & will be accepted until March 15. (Must be
received by that date) Post entries will be taken to fill vacancies. Note the
increased cost.

First gun $35.00, 2™ gun $25.00 & $10.00 each additional gun.

Juniors $15.00 & $5.00 Net

Entries received on or before March 15 will receive early discount on the total.
Proof of ASP&RA membership must accompany entry to receive the additional
$5.00 discount.$120.00 ALL GUNS EITHER IHMSA OR NRA BUT NOT
BOTH.

A shooter must have a score keeper who may also spot etc.. This coach may not
touch the shooter or their equipment during the firing period. This person must
remain behind the shooters at all times.

IHMSA or NRA pistol classification will be used depending on discipline fired.
Classification books must be presented to stat. Office prior to any shooting.
Competitors without books will be required to buy one. New shooters will be
classified based on first score fired.

Competitors will be required to score for one other competitor.

A jury of 3 shooters will be selected to act as final onsite authority in the event
of protest or disputes.

Pistol must meet specifications for disciplines fired. NRA for NRA events &
IHMSA for IHMSA events. Uncertified pistols will not be allowed on the firing
line. IF ANY GUN PARTS ARE REMOVED TO ALLOW CERTIFICATION
THEY WILL REMAIN WITH THE STATISTICIAN UNTIL END OF
FIRING. It will be the responsibility of the competitor to reclaim these parts.

Provided by the competitor, must comply with pistol silhouette rules. No hyper
velocity ammo allowed & NO target damage allowed.

Resident & non-resident state champion awards will be given in each event. In a
row pins will be available for purchase if earned, long runs fired after each days
matches as time allows. State champion, match winner, class awards, high
woman, high senior, high super senior, & high junior awards will be given.
Match winner, state champion, high woman, senior, super senior, junior are not
eligible to win special or class awards. Trophies will be given for each 60 shot
match in every event. High revolver award will be given. Special aggregate
awards will be given for the following: 3 gun revolver, 2 gun air pistol, 4 gun
hunter pistol & smallbore hunter pistol, 2 gun smallbore pistol & grand
aggregate. In addition to these NRA awards the same will be given for IHMSA
plus a long range unlimited standing pistol & long range standing as well as a
grand aggregate for the additional guns listed above. ALL AWARDS WILL BE
GIVEN OUT ON SUNDAY AFTERNOON FOLLOWING All TIES BEING
BROKEN. BE THERE FOR THE SHOOT OFFS OR FOREFEIT.

Time & conditions permitting all ties will broken by shoot offs. Reverse animal
count will be used if time is determined short by the match director.

All TRC, NRA & IHMSA pistol silhouette rules will be enforced. Failure to
comply will be cause for disqualification with no refund of entry fees. Tucson
rifle club rules state that every person using the range will wear hearing
protection, eye protection & use a open chamber indicator in every gun that is
not enclosed in a case.

Camping is available onsite. Dry camp is $5.00, RV hookup (electric only) is
$15.00 per day. Only 3 sewer hookups are available. These fees do not include
any shooting fees. RSVP please for spaces at 520-822 5189

A lunch break will be taken if time allows. Flush toilets & potable water are
available at all times on the range. Lunch will not be served but is available at
several restaurants within 5 miles.
